THE WAR PRECAUTIONS REGULATIONS 1915.
Amendment.
Regulation 59B which reads—
Evidence of orders of competent Naval or Military authority.
59B. Every document purporting to be an order or other instrument issued by a competent Naval or Military authority and to be signed by such an authority shall be received in evidence and be deemed to be such an order or instrument without further proof unless the contrary is shown,
is cancelled, and the following substituted therefor:—
Evidence of orders &c. officers acting under the Regulations.

Every document purporting to be an order or other instrument issued by a competent Naval or Military authority or holder of any office or other officer or person acting under these Regulations and to be signed by such an authority, holder of an office, officer or person, shall be received in evidence and be deemed to be such an order or instrument without further proof unless the contrary is shown.
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
