AMENDMENT OF WAR PRECAUTIONS REGULATIONS AS AMENDED TO THIS DATE.
Regulation 17EA of the War Precautions Regulations is amended by omitting sub-regulation (3) thereof and inserting the following sub-regulation in its stead:—
(3) Any person who, by word of mouth, or in writing, or in any newspaper, periodical, book, circular or other printed publication, makes a statement advocating or encouraging any action calculated to induce reservists not to comply with any notice issued or given in pursuance of the last preceding sub-regulation, shall be guilty of an offence.
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
