(a)
have joined the Parliament at or since the November 2001 election; and 

(b)
are not able to access a pension or superannuation benefit (related to their service in the Parliament) immediately upon ceasing to be a Member of the Parliament; and

(c)
have retired involuntarily through loss of party endorsement for reasons other than misconduct, or through defeat at an election.

8.8
The Resettlement Allowance will be payable:

(a)
upon dissolution of the Parliament, where the senator or member elects not to stand for re-election following loss of party pre-selection for reasons other than misconduct; or

(b)
upon announcement of the election results, where the senator or member has been defeated at an election (including where he or she has campaigned to be elected to represent a different electoral division or to the other House of the Parliament); and

(c)
at the rate of basic parliamentary salary that is current on the date the Parliament is dissolved prior to the election.”
