Subject to subsection (2), the amount of oxygen supplement payable in respect of a day is $9.51.


(2)
Where the actual cost to the approved provider of administering oxygen to the care recipient is equal to, or more than, 125% of the amount referred to in subsection (1) (i.e. $11.89), the amount of the oxygen supplement payable in respect of a day is an amount equivalent to that actual cost.
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
