“A passenger vehicle having up to.........................

Alternatively, a vehicle that meets the definition of CATEGORY G - OFF-ROAD VEHICLES under Consolidated Resolution on the Construction of Vehicles (R.E.3) of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe and is in category M1.” 
[3] Clause 5.2 amend by deleting the following from the definitions of  LEM1 and LEM2

 “up to 450 kg ‘Unladen Mass’ and” 

[4] Clause 5.2 amend by deleting the following from the definitions of  LEP1 and LEP2:

“over 450 kg ‘Unladen Mass’ and/or” 

[5] Clause 5.2 amend by deleting the following from the definitions of  LEG1 and LEG2:
